(1988 - 1995)
Small amplifier with big power distribution abilities, mainly made to be added to surround processors such as the SDP-777ES and helped in that with its three separate stereo input terminals :
- stereo for rear surround satellites,
- stereo for front (small) speakers,
- mono for subwoofer or center speaker.
The ES link is obvious with the TA-N55ES bestseller but the N110 isn't of the ES family.
It was named N110 in Japan, too, keeping for once the same moniker wherever it was sold.
Just above was the bigger TA-N220 which was two amps in one with two sets of inputs.
